Wash your hands thoroughly
before touching your baby,
and ask others to do the same

Wash your baby's toys,
clothes, and bedding often

Keep your baby away from:
Crowds and young children
People with colds

Don't let anyone smoke in
your home or near your baby

Severe RSV disease signs and symptoms

If you see any of these RSV disease warning signs, call your baby’s doctor right away:

Coughing or wheezing that does not stop

Labored or heightened breathing

Flared nostrils and/or increased chest retractions when trying to breathe
A bluish color around the mouth or fingernails

A fever (in infants under 3 months of age, a fever greater than 100.4°F rectal is cause for concern)
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
